In keeping with the theme, the abstract review team will pay particular attention to submissions that offer skill development and/or examine programs, interventions, research or policies that contribute to public health practice, honor the past, examine the present and/or have potential impact on public health in the future.  Proposals will be screened for relevance to the field and ability to reach a broad public health practitioner audience. 
Other Participant Information:

If you indicate that you would like to give a presentation but would also consider a poster presentation, your application will first be reviewed for the presentation.  If your presentation is not chosen, your application will then be considered for a poster session. Presentations/posters should be designed for the community of public health practitioners and researchers and should focus on a challenge, effective practice and/or lessons learned through public health practice and/or research.   At the time of presentation, if the content is deemed inappropriate, the presenter/poster will be requested to withdraw the presentation.
